The 21° September marks the 27" International Coastal Cleanup Day, and the uMhlanga UIP and
Wakaberry are asking YOU to join us as we “Wak It In A Can”and clean-up the uMhlanga beachfront.

Co-ordinated by the uMhlanga UIP, the clean-up will begin at 9am on Saturday 21* September 2013
running south to north, and will be broken down into 5 main areas with a UIP captain in each area
leading the clean-up. The areas are:

— Park to Park (PTP) from Eastmoor Cres (start point) to Durban View Park

— Southern Promenade Properties (SPP) from Durban View Park (start point) to Ocean Way

— uMhlanga Promenade UIP (PUIP) from Ocean Way (start point) to Black Rock

— Northern Promenade Properties (NPP) from Black Rock (start point) to Breakers Resort

— Nature Lovers from Breakers Resort (start point) to the Lagoon.

Each participant will receive a 20% discount voucher to use at Wakaberry, as well a bottle of

Wakaberry water after the clean up.

The UIP will provide dustbin bags and will ensure the municipality come and remove all the bags once
the clean-up is complete.

To participate, simply arrive at 9am at one of the area start points as mentioned above and bring along
you hat and sunblock, a pair of gloves and don’t forget your sense of humour!

Bring along the family and friends and join us as we celebrate and strive to protect and preserve the
beauty of our coastline and its marine life.

What is International Costal Clean Up Day?

The International Coastal Cleanup is the world’s largest volunteer effort to clean up waterways and the
ocean. One of the best ways to support the environment is to remove debris and litter from our
waterways and the sea. The best way to remove debris from the sea is to do coastal cleanups.

In June 2013 the first African Conference to look into the issue of marine debris was hosted in South
Africa under the auspices of Plastics SA, the United Nations Environmental Program (UNEP) and the
Department of Environmental Affairs as the issue of marine debris is growing on the African continent
and its surrounding seas. More and more cleanups are happening in Africa to address the scourge of
littering.

Beach and river cleanup events are a positive way to get society involved in hands-on stewardship and
if they collect data as they cleanup litter, then they become citizen scientists and help researchers
better understand the sources, impacts and solutions to debris in the ocean.

Notes On The uMhlanga UIP
The uMhlanga Urban Improvement Precincts (UIPs) were established by the uMhlanga property owners to

retain existing investment in uMhlanga; stimulate new investment; create economic opportunity; improve
safety and quality of life, and respond to the challenge of environmental sustainability.

In terms of structure, there are two UIPs or Special Ratings Areas (SRA) as they are official termed by the
municipality namely, The uMhlanga Promenade UIP established in March 2003 and the Village UIP,
established in July 2008. These UIPs, collectively known as the uMhlanga UIP represent 29 large erven. In
addition to the two UIPs, there are a further two Associate Managed Areas namely the Southern
Promenade Properties (SPP) — established 2004 and the Northern Promenade Properties (NPP) —
established 2010. These areas represent approximately 42 large erven.

The UIP partners with the eThekwini Municipality to ensure that this key node delivers an exceptional
experience of public space. The UIP management team is constantly responding to the ever evolving needs
of uMhlanga, whether it be service levels or special projects.
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
